He
dedicated a performance of this song to our city in 2014 and
then performed live here in Christchurch on 21 February
2017. The lyrics of this gospel style song provide hopeful and
uplifting messages: “with these hands... come on rise up”.
Just like the rebuild in Christchurch, recovery requires
hands-on hard work to see the new buildings and city

“rise up”.

Our new Performing Arts Centre (PAC) and science block are
both rising up, and along with our completed R block (new
Arts and English block), our school’s renewal is very evident
and well underway.

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Property Works Update

Our new Performing Arts Centre (PAC) is rising up on the
site of our former one. This impressive new modern facility
will include an auditorium to seat 800, two Drama
classrooms, toilets, music rehearsal rooms, staff offices and
storage areas. The expected completion date will be around
the end of Term 2 (early July) 2019.

Between B and D blocks we have had a new drainage garden
installed. This is to meet new Council regulations around
surface water drainage to help minimise runoff into local
streams. This new drainage garden (with native plantings)
has the added benefit of breaking up our asphalt and
bringing in more greenery into the school environment.

The same drainage garden design is currently being
installed in the front of our W block (Technology) area as
well.

current A block. This new extension will include an
additional seven specialist science classrooms, and staff
workroom. The expected completion date will be the end
of this year, with the space ready for use for the start of
the 2019 school year.

The internal fit out of the new Science block is currently
well underway.

After some initial project delays around supplying structural
steel (after a supply company went into liquidation) our
builders Leigh’s Construction Ltd have done a wonderful job
getting the project back on schedule.

awarded a prestigious scholarship under the
Pacific Orientation Programme at Otago

a Foundation Year in Dunedin, preparing
them for further study in Otago’s Health Science First Year

Term 3 has been a busy term for the Year 10 cohort. Along
with some Year 10 Student Council initiatives, there were
many other events around the school.

Over 90% of the year group are now
working at 80% or higher in their graduation scores for this
year. These strong self-management skills will be vital to
their success next year.

There were three main initiatives in Term 3. Firstly, some
students provided a performance at local rest homes.
Although there were not large numbers of students perform-
ing the residents thoroughly enjoyed the visits and the
students could see how much their time meant. There was an
inter-form multi-sport event which was a closely fought
competition with 10TTT coming out as victors. A number of
students planned a fundraising event utilising the climbing
wall in the gym and setting up an obstacle course. Whilst this
was not as well attended as students had hoped it was a good

fiercely contested and won convincingly by 9PLA. We then
finished the term with the ‘caught be awesome’ initiative in
which 229 ‘caught being awesome’ tickets were handed in by
students, and coffee vouchers were distributed to teachers as
nominated by students. All of these initiatives highlight the
generous, socially connected nature of these students.

As we look to our final assessment opportunities for the year,
it is important to develop good study habits and find ways of
revising for exams that work for you. Your first port of call
should be your subject teachers to find out what content will
be covered in the end of year exams, and what ideas they
might have for revising that content. Remember, these exams
enable students to set habits for NCEA success and so a
dedicated, focused approach to these exams will work to your
benefit for Year 9, but also for what is to come.

This also signals the start of the cohorts
first experience of study leave and the NCEA external exami-
nations period. For a number of students, it may feel like
these external examinations are approaching like a runaway
train. However, there is still time to put in place an effec-
tive study plan and routines to help manage the examina-
tions. The majority of students had a chance to experience
these conditions in the Senior examinations last term which
were a very successful period for most. It is important as
students head into these external examinations that they
have the space and time to successfully study in the days and
weeks left.

For parents this study leave can be a time where you want to
help but possibly do not feel you have the resources. There
is a large amount of information available online and there
are a number of very good New Zealand study websites to
provide academic support. However, there are a number of
simple steps that can help to ensure your students make the
most of this study time.

o Create a dedicated space to study that is free from
distractions such as social media.

o Take the time to work with students to create a timeta-
ble for study and plot when their exams are - display this
in a central location so everyone is aware.

» Encourage students to study in small chunks - 20-30mins
max then a short break away from the study space.

e Encourage students to seek feedback from teachers via
email and complete past examinations for revision.

o Engage with students about what they are studying to
help them put things into context - you may be surprised
at what you may be able to help with.

These examinations are important but it is also crucial to put
them into context and they are should not be the measure of

ultimate success. A number of our students are highly
successful in a large range of activities and areas of our
community.

Cashmere wins three of the five prize
categories

On 21st August, ten Christchurch schools competed in the
"Growing NZ Innovation Challenge”, which can best be
described as a mash-up of Science, Technology and Business.
Students had to create and present an innovative solution to
real-life problems facing New Zealand's primary sector.

James Hickford and Louis Hitchings: won the group prize
from the wool industry, for their idea of using genetic
comparisons between alpaca and sheep wool to identify and
then selectively breed sheep with superior wool. The judges
from the wool industry thought their idea was "the most
risky, but potentially the most transformational to the wool
industry and could create the biggest bang for the buck”.

Phoebe Laird and Jake Van Keulen: won the group prize from
the forestry sector, for their idea of using nanotechnology in
a water-based sap solution injected into trees just before
harvesting to create a digital footprint so that timber
products can be tracked from forest to consumer products.
The judges from the forestry industry thought their idea was
"robust, incorporated enabling technology to address one of
the issues facing the industry, and was superbly presented”.

Dominic Gorny: won the prize for the individual who most
impressed the industry experts. The judges were impressed
with Dominic's "iterative thinking and how inclusive his
leadership style was in terms of involving others through
discussion and questioning”. Dominic worked with Rose
McArthur on using textiled wool to create an alternative to
gib board, which was self-insulating, regulated humidity,
absorbed sound and was fire-retardant, with embedded
smart sensors that would activate air conditioning when
needed.

The range of involvement demonstrates that this
group of individuals are making the most of their time and
opportunities here at Cashmere.

The Year 12 Student Council, lead by Nathan Balmer and Jess
Tater, has been active fundraising almost $500 for Cancer
Research on the annual Daffodil Day. The Social Enterprise
‘Eat My Lunch’ - (which sells lunches to schools and businesses
which then provides lunches to students in schools in
vulnerable communities) was also pitched through Year 12 at
the end of Term 3, with staff and students purchasing lunches
resulting in the provision of 52 lunches to students in need, in
other schools. Further involvement with this worthy cause is
planned for Term 4. Other initiatives that Year 12s have been
prominent in supporting are a visit to Hohepa, attending an
event to celebrate 125 Years of Womens’ Suffrage, assisting
on the Year 8 testing day, and vibrant participation in all
House events. Cashmere Volunteer Army events, lead by

Emma Hartshaw and Alice Tiso, have included several very
successful community plantings and a baking drive to support
Ronald McDonald House. This diverse range of activities has
enabled a wide range of Year 12 students to contribute as
good citizens in many different ways.

Term 4 is all about examinations!

In this newsletter | wish to reinforce the four key pieces of
information from the last newsletter for you to be aware of:

Payment of fees

NZQA’s derived grade process
Admission slips

Coping with the stress of examinations

Payment of Fees

The final date for payment of your NZQA fees was 1st
September. As a school all we do is collect the fees and pass
them onto NZQA. Once that date has passed we can no longer
collect fees.

The billing of NZQA fees to your account will be reversed
after 1st September. Payment must then be made directly to
NZQA, with a potential additional late fee of $50. This
process can be completed online through individual student
logins.

Derived Grade Applications 2018
A derived grade may be awarded to a student who:

e is unable to sit examinations or submit materials for
external assessment, or

« who considers that their performance in an external
assessment has been impaired by exceptional
circumstances beyond their control. (This includes a
natural disaster, the death of a family member or close
acquaintance, and national representative duties which
have prevented them from sitting examinations or
otherwise presenting materials for external assessment).

A grade awarded by the school, based on standard-specific
evidence, is submitted to NZQA for processing. A derived
grade is NOT available for Scholarship. Derived Grade
applications must be made through the Principal's Nominee
(Miss Martin).

Candidates should contact the Principal's Nominee as soon as
possible if an application is likely.

Candidates must collect or download an application form
from the NZQA website before consulting a medical
practitioner. This will also be made available on the school
website latest links. Applications cannot be processed
without the correct documentation and a medical certificate
may not be sufficient, as it may not cover all requirements.
Derived Grade application forms must be returned to Miss
Laura Martin by Thursday 2rd November for portfolio and/or
Friday 7th December 2018 by 1pm for examinations.

National Representation

For students who have been selected for National
representation during the examination period, pre-approval
for a derived grade is necessary. Derived grade applications
for national representatives, can be collected from the
Principals Nominee. Applications must be to NZQA by 1st
November.

Admission Slips

Students have been given their admission slips by their form
teachers. These are extremely important as students will not
be allowed to enter examinations without this slip. We
always have students that forget, so please make sure that
before they leave the house you remind them to take their
admission slip. In the event of a lost slip, please go directly
to the school office and ask for assistance.

Coping with the stress

Most students experience some anxiety and tension at the
thought of sitting exams. Some students will experience a
degree of stress and anxiety that is difficult to cope with.

Before your examination:

e Check the date and time - you may feel calmer getting
there earlier.

* Arrange your equipment the night before for a morning
exam

e« Try and avoid last minute discussions before the exam
about what will be examined and after the exam about
what was. It’s all too late!

I know it is a stressful time for parents as well as students. If
you need to talk to someone, don’t hesitate to contact the
school.

Finally NZQA have provided an app. The App provides quick
and easy access to key information about NCEA and makes
practical information about NCEA more easily accessible.
Parents and whanau are able to access simple content about
how NCEA works and how they can support family members
studying NCEA (no individual student result or progress
information is available). The NCEA Guide App is free to
download from the Apple App store and Google Play Store.

After lunch, the group started walking again this time
with a gale blowing from the NW making progress a little
slower. As we reached the end of the ridge, we dropped
down to the bush line where we were sheltered from the
wind and set off on the last leg of the day for the descent. As
our burning thighs struggled with gravity and our feet with
blisters, the track spat us out on the valley floor leaving us
with one last river to cross just as our boots had dried.
Groaning we pushed on through the river and suddenly the

Youngman Stream hut appeared on the edge of a clearing 50
meters from the river.

The Youngman Stream hut was in good condition, and before
long, the billy was boiling. The next job was to set up the
mountain radio to check in and hear the weather report.
Dinner was a mix of curries and rice - a good feed for the
crew. After dinner, the hut sat in silence listing to the
weather report, which was for heavy snow later the next
day. With hunger satisfied, everyone went to bed - Mr. Moyle
in his tent outside and Mrs. Mckenzie taking one for the team
and sleeping on the floor. Much appreciated!

The next morning was a leisurely start, leaving the hut
cleaned and wood restocked at 9:00 am. The first part of the
short journey back to the van was a sharp incline up the side
of the valley. After traversing above the stream for an hour,
the track dropped back down to the stream. The group was
happy to see the first river we crossed as the track linked up
to complete the loop. Shortly after we were back at the van
peeling off sodden socks and devouring the last of the food.

Cashmere students have made a mammoth effort to feed
hundreds of South Sudanese refugees in Ugandan refugee
camps, and also to provide them with fresh water,
emergency housing, school supplies and spaces for children
to learn and play.

In total, Cashmere High’s Famine fundraising efforts came to
$6181.61, much of which was raised by various Humanities
Council members who, in addition to organising a community
fair, also ran sausage sizzles, waffle stands, bake sales and
prize draws during Term 2. But the many students who did
individual famines and collected hundreds of dollars on their
own must not be forgotten. Our top three collectors this year
were Cora Scott from 9MCJ in third, Isla Mclarin of 9CHD in
second and in first place, Ellen Porter of 12CAR, who raised
$905.00. Over her four years at Cashmere High, Ellen on her
own has amassed close to $5000.00 in Famine funds, an
amazing example of Cashmere’s COVE values, especially
Citizenship. A special mihi too to Year 9, who were by far the
top year level when it came to individual fundraisers.
