As school returns for the second half of the year, it is
in the aftermath of significant rainfall that has drenched
the South Island. Our community, bisected by the
Heathcote River Opawaho, was particularly affected.
We hope that everyone has fared well.

Term 2 finished on a high note - in fact, a range of
wonderfully executed notes comprising the successful
Chicago production. Cashmere High School has long
excelled in putting on a great show and this year's effort
has continued that tradition. Congratulations to all of
the performers and the production crew for their hard
work and talent. There is additional commentary about
the production, including photos, in this newsletter.

All going well, it will also have been the last show to
be performed at the McCombs Performing Arts Centre.
This building is scheduled for demolition and
replacement as part of the second stage of Cashmere's
earthquake recovery rebuild. There's good news and
bad news about the first stage of redevelopment. The
good news is that costs to date are on budget. The
bad news is that progress is about three months behind
schedule due to a range of delays. For example,
construction of our new 'portal’ block (the former north-
south B Block) was due to be finished by start of Term
4. It is now likely to be completed over the Christmas
holidays - in time for start of 2018. Below this article
is a photo and update on Stage One, followed by further
information about Stage Two of the works. The Board
is aware of the frustrations that come with this significant
project and we appreciate the patience and resilience
of staff and students who have been affected by the
disruption.

There have been recent media reports about the
proposed changes to secondary school enrolment
schemes. This follows a consultation process initiated
by the Ministry of Education. There are many issues
being considered as part of the process, ranging from
the allocation of resources to parental choice. At one

Progress on our Stage 1 works:

The main build of Stage 1 is the central ‘portal
block’, on the site of the demolished north-south
wing of B Block. After a range of delays we are
now pleased to see the framing going up for this
new block which will include Arts classrooms and
Heads of School offices on the ground floor, and
English and Media classrooms and staff workspace
on the first floor. Originally planned to be finished
for the start of Term 4, this building is now
scheduled for completion over these Christmas
holidays, for use for the beginning of 2018.

The other parts of Stage 1 are mostly completed,

although a range of finishing details still being

done. These works have included:

« Construction of a new Special Education block
(currently being used by Art classes)

» External strengthening of the outside of A and
B blocks

» Extension to Library for new Careers and storage
rooms

« Construction of toilets and changing facilities
for our gymnasium

end of the spectrum is the Ministry's concern about the
cost of resourcing several schools in a city that has
experienced shifting populations in recent years. Some
of that has been due to post-earthquake disruption.
Under this concept, children would ideally attend their
local school. At the other end of the spectrum is the
concept of choice; that families should be free to send
their children to whatever school they choose. At
Cashmere the roll has steadily grown over recent years
due to in-zone growth. Although our school is at
capacity, it is being well managed.

Whatever changes are implemented as a result of the
Ministry review, the Board believes that the effect on
Cashmere will be minimal. Data confirms that for over
92% of local in-zone students, Cashmere is already their
school of choice. In 2016, less than 5% of students
were out-of-zone - easily the lowest of any school in
this region and possibly lowest in the country. Due to
our large waiting lists, we could easily exceed Burnside
as the largest school but have no interest in doing so,
as we believe we are at the optimum size. It gives us
the opportunity to provide a wide range of academic,
sporting and cultural options. However, if we were to
increase our size much further, we would need to
reconsider the administrative and practical management
of the school, at the risk of losing the special nature
of the school. There is a Dutch word, “gezelligheid”,
that | would use to describe that nature. There is no
English word that fully embodies the
meaning of the word but the closest
would be “coziness”.

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Property Works update

Planning for Stage 2 works:

The tendering process to appoint the construction company for Stage 2 is currently being completed, with actual

works planned to commence within the next month. The intention is for all of these works to be managed through

to completion in 2019. The specific works are still to be confirmed once the pricing and appointment process is

confirmed. The current designs include the following:

» Construction of a new specialist Science block extending onto A Block.

« Demolition and construction of a new Performing Arts Centre (PAC), including an 800 seat auditorium and two
new large Drama rooms.

» Further replacement of underground water pipes and infrastructure.

« Substantial refurbishment of existing classroom spaces across the school (especially S and K Blocks) and new
landscaping of outside areas.

While all this new construction work is a unique and exciting opportunity for our school, we do recognise the
disruption to our students and staff. We are very grateful for the goodwill and patience of everyone, and the
considerable work and time gone into managing these projects to minimise such disruptions. The long term benefits
of these new school facilities will be tremendous.

NCEA News

Term 3 is an important time for students as they prepare for
school examinations from 21st to 25th August, and then flow
on to preparing for the NCEA external examinations in Term
4. School examinations are the main source for Derived Grades,
as a result if you miss a school examination you must have a
medical certificate to cover the absence in order to allow for
a re-test.

The External NCEA Examination Timetable for 2017 is available
online:

The key pieces of information you need to be aware of are:

Payment of Fees
The final date for payment of your NZQA fees is 1st September. As a school all we do is collect the fees and pass
them onto NZQA. After 1st September we can no longer collect fees.

The billing of NZQA fees to your account will be reversed after 1st September. Payment must then be made directly
to NZQA, with an additional late fee of $50. Forms for this can be collected from the school's Payment Centre.

Financial Assistance Application Forms are also available from the Payment Centre and must be completed BEFORE
Friday 11th August.

If you have been paying this fee off in blocks or by automatic payment, it would be best to check that the payment
has been fully paid and that the school is aware of this.

Derived Grade Applications 2017

A derived grade may be awarded to a student who:

« Is unable to sit examinations or submit materials for external assessment, or

» Who considers that their performance in an external assessment has been impaired by exceptional circumstances
beyond their control.

 This includes a natural disaster, the death of a family member or close acquaintance, and national representative
duties which have prevented them from sitting examinations or otherwise presenting materials for external
assessment.

« s taking part in a competition as a National Representative. (These forms are available now and must be
submitted to Ms Jackson by 1st November but preferably as soon as possible to ensure students meet the criteria.
(Please be aware NZQA can still decline these applications so early submission is essential.)

A grade awarded by the school, based on standard-specific evidence, is submitted to NZQA for processing.

A derived grade is NOT available for Scholarship.
 Derived Grade applications must be made through the Principal's Nominee.

» Candidates should contact the Principal's Nominee (Kate Jackson) as soon as possible if an application is likely.
» Candidates must collect or download an application form before consulting a medical practitioner. Applications
cannot be processed without the correct documentation and a medical certificate may not be sufficient as it

may not cover all requirements.

 Derived Grades for portfolios for Design and Visual Communication, Level 3 Education for Sustainability, Technology
or Level 3 Visual Arts must be returned to the Principal’'s Nominee by 1st November 2017.

» External Examination Derived Grade application forms must be returned to the Principal's Nominee by Tuesday,
5th December 2017.

It has been an action packed first half of the year in the
Physical Education and Health Faculty. We welcomed
Mark Smith to the faculty, who has taken over the Head
of Outdoor Education position and comes to us with a
wealth of experience and knowledge. Teachers have
been busy implementing an engaging and rich program,
here are just a few examples of what's been happening.

Firstly, an exciting opportunity for our Senior Health
students in 2018, is a trip to Sri Lanka with World
Challenge. This experience will expose students to the
colourful and vibrant culture that Sri Lanka has to offer.
Senior health concepts are deeply embedded in the
attitudes and values within the Sri Lankan communities.
Students will have a chance to contribute to less fortunate
communities in the form of volunteer work, thus
furthering their understanding of social justice and
health promotion. This is an amazing opportunity to
work alongside World Challenge, a company that prides
themselves on providing a safe and life changing
experience.

It was an exciting and challenging term for the HED201
students, with lots of hands-on work. Students had an
opportunity to implement a Health Promotion initiative
in the local community in order to bring about healthier
outcomes for the participants involved. Students chose
to focus on a range of health issues, from positive
relationships, loneliness, social inclusion and raising
self-esteem. They visited a number of different
organisations within the Cashmere community, including;
Hohepa, Somerfield Primary School and Rose Court Rest
Home. Students really enjoying the experience and
getting out into the community to engage with a range
of people and helping them in some way.

OED201 students had a great Term 2 completing a three-
day tramp in the Mt Sommers area and learning valuable
navigation skills in preparation for our Alpine trip in
Term 3. This is the biggest physical and metal challenge
of the year, where they are required to construct and
stay the night in a snow cave. They will need to rely on
all the knowledge, skills and team work they have learnt
to meet the challenges.

To date in PED201, students have planned and
participated in a team building event for our ‘Spencer
Park Team Building Bonanza, learnt how to play Ultimate
Frisbee and biomechanically analysed their technique
for the Frisbee pass. It was fantastic to see such a variety
of activities on our trip to Spencer Park, with all of the
teachers involved commenting on the high quality of
these activities. A new addition to the Ultimate Frisbee
unit was the inter-class lunchtime games, some

controversial calls and the
competitive nature between the
classes created an intense
atmosphere as each class came
away with a win. As the year
progresses, students will be
demonstrating their practical
skills in Netball, and further
develop their leadership by
teaching Marching to Year 3/4
students in local primary schools.

Once again we have had several
students from our PED301 and |
PED105 courses involved in the
10km and Half Marathon events
of the ASB Christchurch Marathon on Queen'’s Birthday
weekend. These students had been training for several
weeks in the lead up to the run. Students woke to heavy
rain on the morning of the event, but luckily, it mostly
subsided prior to
the start of the
race, to provide
cool conditions for
the run.

The class not
only focuses on

On court,
students are improving their individual skills and team
concepts. Off the court, students investigate sports
psychology, performance and video analysis as a part
of their NCEA assessments. In the past month, the BBA201
course has really paid off, nine students were selected
to represent Canterbury and two students went on to
represent New Zealand in their respective age groups.
In Term 2, Leanne Mason from Drugfree Sport New
Zealand, discussed drugs in sport and appropriate decision
making.

Language Perfect World Championships 2017

We had another very successful World Championships this year,
retaining the NZALT Language Perfect trophy for first school
in New Zealand.

We had 829 students entered. They answered 2,248,883
questions and gained 949,010 points.

We were 3rd in the world out of 1302 schools, with many other
very good results.

Our students earned 24 elite awards; 53 gold; 32 silver; 118
bronze and 297 credit awards.

Overseas Visitors
In February the French Department had the pleasure of hosting
19 students and two teachers from Lycée St Michel, our sister
school in Chateau-Gontier, France. This exchange takes place
every two years. The group spent two weeks here, hosted by
Cashmere High families. They gave presentations about their
school and region and chatted to students in our French classes.
Also they attended a variety of other subjects to discover what
life is like at Cashmere High School, as well as doing some
sightseeing around Canterbury. 14 Cashmere High School
students are now looking forward to spending three weeks in
granceh tTis September/October, hosted by students at Lycée
t Michel.

Sustainability Council Update

We are pleased to report that our 25kW solar array, installed last
July with prize money from our 2016 Zayed Future Energy Prize,
has now been in operation for one full year. The 100 solar panels
have generated 32,800 kWh of electricity, which represents a cost
saving of just over $9,000. Given the panels cost NZ$53,540, this
represents an impressive “pay-back” time of just 5.9 years.

On 3rd July, twenty five students from St Martin's Primary School
visited our school to view our solar panels and wind turbine first-
hand. Year 12 students Anzac Gallate and Lily Williams gave an
inspiring presentation on our ecoDriver energy-saving project and
we look forward to fostering this tuakana-teina relationship with
St Martins School in the future.

On Saturday 24th June, students from the Sustainability Council
volunteered to help plant over 1,000 trees at the head of the
Cashmere Stream near Halswell. This continues our relationship with
the Cashmere Stream Care Group, whom we have been working with
over the past three years to gather weekly data on the water clarity
of the Cashmere Stream and Heathcote River.

On 22nd May, Lesley Ottey from EcoEducate visited our school and
gave a highly entertaining and thought-provoking presentation on

her “Toy Rescue Project” which involves recycling a phenomenal number of soft toys that would otherwise be sent
to landfill. These toys are then redistributed to children and families in need in very creative and sensitive ways.

On 10th April we had a massive weeding around the native trees we had planted along the banks of the school
stream behind the gym. Several students are currently investigating weed-suppression systems using cardboard
recycled from our school skips and mulch obtained from the annual leaf-fall around the school. On 30th March we
had a clean-up of our school stream, filling five large bags full of rubbish!
